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What is the ICWS SDK?What is the ICWS SDK?
Interaction Center Web Services (ICWS) Software Development Kit (SDK) is a REST API for web, mobile, and desktop clients. The
ICWS SDK includes:

ICWS API documentation
Example applications
Language-specific Libraries

The ICWS SDK is available in CIC 4.0 SU 6, CIC 2015 R1, and later. Downloads for Windows machines and platforms other than
Windows are provided.

To use the ICWS API, the IC server must have the I3_FEATURE_ICWS_SDK license installed.
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Should You Use ICWS or IceLib?Should You Use ICWS or IceLib?
IceLib is a mature framework with some features that are not yet in ICWS.

For .NET applications, use the Interaction Center Extension Library (IceLib).
For web applications, mobile applications, and applications (such as Java applications) that do not use .NET, use IC Web
Services. Those applications can use IC Web Services directly, but would require a .NET layer if you used IceLib. The exception
is if you need IceLib features that IC Web Services does not offer.
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Windows SetupWindows Setup
To install the IC Web Services SDK on a Windows computer:
1. If you have not done so already, follow the procedure on the Product Information site at

https://my.inin.com/products/cic/Pages/Releases-and-Patches.aspx to download and copy the CIC 2015 R1 or later .iso file to
a file server on the CIC network.

2. Run Install.exe from the \Installs directory on the share.
3. Locate the IC Web Services SDK install in the Off-Server Components tab, click the checkbox, and then click Instal lInstal l .
4. Click NextNext  in the first and second dialogs.
5. Click Instal lInstal l  in the final dialog.

In Windows 7, the installation creates an ICWS SDK folder in the Windows Start menu under the PureConnect folder. In Windows 8.x,
it creates an ICWS SDK icon in the PureConnect section of the Apps page.
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Non-Windows SetupNon-Windows Setup
To install the IC Web Services SDK on a non-Windows computer:
1. Locate the file ICWS_SDK_2015_R1.zip in the \Installs\Off-ServerComponents\ICWS directory on the CIC 2015 R1 or later .iso

file on the file server and copy the zip file locally.
2. Expand the file in a location you choose.

The program creates a folder containing all the SDK documentation.
